SCHEDULE J-1 VISA APPOINTMENT

ISEP Students — ISEP, your J-1 visa sponsor, will provide you with visa instructions

Non-ISEP Students - The visa status you will have while in the U.S. is J-1. Use your
UNC Charlotte issued immigration document DS-2019 to apply for your J-1 visa and as
a travel document when entering the U.S.

2) Complete form DS-160: Online Nonimmigrant Visa Application

3) Schedule your visa appointment, refer to the U.S. Embassy or Consulate

website where you will be interviewed for specific instructions. This process
charges a fee.

e Evidence that you have paid the SEVIS fee

FOOD ON CAMPUS

If you live on-campus you may be automatically assighed a meal plan. Meal plans are
optional for students living in on-campus apartments with a kitchen. Even if you are
automatically assigned a meal plan, you may still change to a larger meal plan. Read
more about the meal plan options. You can finalize your meal plan after you arrive at
UNC Charlotte, but you may be charged a prorated amount for a different plan.

Meal plan change deadlines — If you need to make changes to your meal plan, pay
attention to the following meal plan deadlines:

e August 11: Deadline to make full value changes to a meal plan

e September 4: Deadline to make a prorated change to a meal plan

(Optional) REQUEST TEMPORARY HOUSING WITH A LOCAL FAMILY (up to 2 nights, Aug
10& 11)

If you need to arrive 1 or 2 days early before on-campus housing opens, complete the
temporary home stay form and we will try to place you with a local family for 1 or 2
nights, Aug 10 & 11 (Only complete one form, either the airport pick up request for
Aug 12 or the temporary home stay request for Aug 10 & 11).

July 26

(Optional) REQUEST AIRPORT PICKUP FOR ARRIVAL ON Aug 12th

The ISSO can arrange to pick you up from the airport if you arrive on Aug 12, the
official move-in date for exchange students. Let ISSO know if you need to be picked
up from the airport (CLT) on Aug 12 between 8 am — 8 pm. The ISSO provides airport
pick-up free of charge.

EARLIEST DATE YOU MAY ENTER THE U.S. with an August 17th, DS-2019 start date
(You may enter up to 30 days before DS-2019 start date)

HEALTH INSURANCE — PURCHASE PREMIUM PLAN

You will be automatically billed for the university’s premium health insurance plan
(~$1600-1850/semester), but you must still proactively complete enrollment to
select the appropriate plan and get your insurance card more quickly. The premium
plan is the only university student plan that complies with J-1 visa insurance
regulations.
